
CAP Regulation for Information Technology - Internet Operations 
New York Wing Guidelines and Procedures 

 
Reference: CAPR 110-1 Information Technology - Internet Operations 
 
This regulation applies to all CAP web sites regardless of links at National Headquarters or any other 
reference links. 
 
There are two key items, copied below, that are directly from CAPR 110-1. Please do not be creative in 
rewording the disclaimer. It is suggested that you cut and paste it from here to your site and set the font to 
the proper size if you have not already included this. Other than the disclaimer and identification, good 
taste and professionalism must be maintained. 
 
2.e. For the purposes of this section, "unauthorized advertising" shall not include the recognition of 
individuals or companies that have demonstrated financial or other support to the performance of CAP 
missions. Provided, however, when such recognition is extended or links or references to non-CAP sites 
is provided, a disclaimer, in no less than 12 pt type, shall be clearly displayed that provides: "LINKS OR 
REFERENCES TO INDIVIDUALS OR COMPANIES DOES NOT CONSTITUTE AN ENDORSEMENT OF 
ANY INFORMATION, PRODUCT OR SERVICE YOU MAY RECEIVE  FROM SUCH SOURCES.” 
 
6. Identification. CAP internet operations involving web pages must set forth the name "Civil Air Patrol" 
and immediately thereafter identify the name of the sponsoring unit on the main page of the site. CAP 
internet operations involving e-mail, chat groups, bulletin boards, list-servers or similar communications 
must include the name of the person involved in the communication and, as applicable, their CAP rank or 
CAP position of employment. 
 
Please note that we are recommending that all sites use the disclaimer to help protect you and CAP even 
if they do not contain advertising or links to non-CAP sites. 
 
Note that "banner ads" are not prohibited. If your ISP adds these or you have links to non CAP sites, the 
disclaimer must be present. There is also no requirement to register your site under the .cap.gov domain. 
If you choose to register under .cap.gov there are no crisp rules in the regulation but after discussions 
with the Col Greenhut, the NYW Commander, we have agreed that any site by a unit in NYW that is 
registered under .cap.gov. will not have "unsolicited advertising" or links to non CAP sites that could be 
construed as advertising. Links to non-commercial sites (other CAP units, Air Force sites, etc.) do not 
constitute “advertising” but sites referenced must not contain information that is derogatory, illicit, or 
immoral.

The NYW web site will include links to Groups within NYW. Group web sites should in turn include links to 
their units.
